PROFlexx® Model 35-P Series Cot

Overview

A powered pulling device such as a winch may be used
with a ramp or ramp system to help load and unload a
Ferno PROFlexx® Model 35-P cot into or out of an
ambulance. This reference sheet provides the following
information:

• Ferno-recommended third-party supplier for a
powered winch and ramp system

• Ferno-recommended installation service
• Ferno-recommended pulling device attachment points
• Instructions on how to attach a pulling device

(winch, cables, bridle, etc.) to a Model 35-P
Note: Pulling devices and ramps are generally not
compatible with the Stat Trac® fastener or Model 35-PST
Stat Trac-compatible cot due to the angle required for cot
loading and unloading.

Certification

Testing has certified two areas on Ferno’s Model 35-P
PROFlexx® cots that are suitable for attaching a pulling
device.

Recommended System and
Professional Installation

Ferno recommends a winch system, pulling straps and
ramps developed and sold under the trade name
TransSafe Systems™ (page 3). For professional
installation of the system, contact EMSAR (page 3).

Disclaimer

Ferno makes no claims as to the use, suitability, or
appropriateness of any pulling device, and the
responsibility for its proper installation and use lies with
the user. The angle of incline, the length of a ramp or ramps,
the height of the ambulance bumper, and the equipment
used are all factors that must be taken into account before
using a pulling device with a cot and a patient.

Guidelines for
Attaching a Pulling Device

• Use a pulling device and components (strap, bridle,
etc.) that are rated for the load.

• Attach the pulling device only to the areas of the
cot designated in this reference sheet.

• Do not allow pulling device components to interfere
with, or damage, the cot’s safety bar or the cot
fastener components (antler, rail, or safety hook).

• Fold the cot before pulling it.

• Clear obstacles from the path of the pulling device.

• Do not leave the patient unattended.

Attach a pulling device only to the areas of the
cot frame specified in this reference sheet.
Attaching a pulling device to other areas of the
cot can cause injury and/or cot damage.

ATTACHING A PULLING DEVICE TO MODEL 35-P

Model 35-P Series

1. Attach the pulling device (straps, carabiners, etc.)
to one of the recommended pairs of attachment
points on the cot:

• The two points on the lower frame crosstube
(Figure 1), between the legs and the outer frame

OR

• The two points on the head-end main frame
crosstube (Figure 2), between the legs and the cot’s
central spine

Do not attach the pulling device to any other area
of the cot.

2. Attach the TranSafe pulling strap as follows: hold
half of the loop behind the selected attachment point
and wrap the remainder of the strap around the
attachment point and through the loop. Pull the strap
tight against the attachment point (Figure 3).

3. Fold the cot before using a pulling device
(Figure 4).
